message of strong support to Prime Minister Harper confirming the urgency for an
international agreement for countries to limit climate change; and be it further resolved that
Prime Minister Harper and Canadian Governmental representatives be requested to support the
high level role of Local Governments in negotiations and in creating solutions; and finally, be it
resolved that the message of support be copied to NCLGA, UBCM and FCM, along with MP
Jay Hill, Senator Neufeld, Minister Lekstrom, Premier Campbell, and the Federal and .
Provincial Ministers of Environment, Industry, Energy, Agriculture and Social/Family/Women
and Children to rally support and encourage lobbying of Federal and Provincial governments
to work with local governments to create enabling legislation to mitigate climate change and

allow resiliency at the local level.”
